Introduction

John 7:1-13 is about how Jesus
wanted to be “instagram famous’
but did not want to advertise
himself at the biggest Jewish
event, the festival of Booths, due
to the threat of death posed by
Jewish “haters” if they found him
there.

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The context of John 7:1-13 fits into the
overarching theme of the Johanine
Gospel, the rise to fame of Jesus, and
how “haters gone hate” regardless of
cultural ties. The passage is located in
Galilee, and directly follows Jesus ‘I am’
teachings and passages identifying again
the ire of particular Jewish groups
towards Jesus as first illuminated in John
5:8, due to his continuing inflammatory
religious claims about sonship to God.

Verse one opens assuming
knowledge of the prior verse,
stating “After this” implying a
relocation to Galilee. Jewish
authorities had openly expressed
desire to kill Jesus even though he
only wanted pictures for “the
gram”. Brueggerman presents
another perspective, saying:
